The Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP), 
the old Food Stamp program, has expanded its income 
requirements and benefit amounts, making it easier for 
more seniors to qualify for and afford their groceries. A 
household of two can earn up to $2,248 monthly and still 
qualify for assistance.

In November, the state’s Commission on Children held 
a forum on bullying and cyber-bullying and their effects 
on school performance, self-esteem and mental health.
