LOWERING ELECTRIC BILLS

Connecticut businesses and residents pay some of the
highest energy rates in the country—15 percent higher
than nearby states. Last year, I supported an energy bill
requiring the state Department of Public Utility Control
to reduce energy costs by 15 percent for homeowners and
businesses, but Governor Rell vetoed it. This year, we are
working with Governor Malloy to reduce energy costs for
everyone and give businesses additional capital that can be

used to create and expand jobs.
