veteran’s license plates

one-stop shop for services 
House Bill 5956 would require the Department 
of Veterans' Affairs to maintain an internet 
web site that provides information concerning 
services, benefits and programs available to 
veterans or their families.  
 
veteran status on driver’s 
license
Under a proposed bill, the Department of Motor 
Vehicles will be required to include a person's 
veteran status on their driver's license or other 
operating license. Having a standard ID with a 
veterans designation would provide easier proof 
of eligibility for benefit programs and access to 
store discounts.
